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As you and I approach a new 
year, how do you feel about the 
challenge by Jesus to go and 
make disciples?

Is it important for 
you as the pastor, staff member 
or leader to be involved in 
personal evangelism? 

In a recent post by Chuck 
Lawless, evangelism professor 
at Southeastern Seminary, he 
cites a survey of 100 pastors of 
evangelistic churches. He found 
that 97% of pastors believed 
that it was their responsibility to 
model personal evangelism for 
their church. Lawless further 
stated that 40% of these 
leaders evangelize once a 
week. How often do you share 
your faith with others?   

One of the things that Lawless 
talked about was having 
someone hold you accountable 
for sharing your faith.  Several 
years ago Promise Keepers, a

men’s group, challenged those who 
participated in their program to be a 
part of an accountability group. I took 
that challenge and met with three other 
college friends who were also 
ministers. Through that process I came 
to see the encouragement that a group 
can have on a person.  I can distinctly 
remember a series of questions that I 
knew I had to answer each week. One 
of those questions was, “Have you 
shared your faith with someone this 
past week?” I can’t tell you how many 
times that question came to my 
attention as I thought about reaching 
out to people. For me it served as an 
additional motivation to find out where 
people were spiritually. What would 
help you to do a better job of sharing 
your faith? Would it be an 
accountability partner?

its text, “For the wages of sin is 
death but the gift of God is eternal 
life in Christ Jesus our Lord.”  You 
can break this verse up into 
phrases and share it descriptively 
on a napkin.   

2. 4 X Four Challenge  
This method utilizes the process of 
identifying, interceding, investing 
and inviting someone to receive 
Christ. This strategy becomes 
more of a whole church outreach 
where people are challenged to 
identify people they know who are 
not believers. They then begin to 
pray for them on a daily basis, 
while they are getting to know 
them. The church as well will 
provide specific opportunities that 
people can bring their friends to 
where a gospel challenge is 
offered. Throughout 4 X Four the 
participant is challenged to get to 
know their lost friends and share 
as they have the opportunity.  

3. Evangelism App  
I use the 4Steps App where the 

reader is taken through several 
slides that talk about the plan of 
salvation. It is a great app and 
useful for those who like the 
techno side of evangelism. 

4. Spiritual Conversations  
Proponent of this strategy, Mary 
Schaller, states that Jesus 
practiced this strategy of listening 
and questioning in an attempt to 
get to know and explore where a 
person was spiritually. Schaller 
writes, “people exploring faith want 
to discuss their questions about 
God on their own turf with people 
they know and trust”. For 
additional information go to 
qplace.com. 

Whatever method you use to share 
your faith, I pray that you will be 
actively participating in it. Stats indicate 
that a pastor who makes evangelism a 
high priority, has a congregation that 
also follows his lead. Let’s make 
evangelism a priority this year!
